We are EXCITED! To inform you that PLAtform for Labour Action together with Action on Poverty –UK secured funding from the European Commission- Delegation of the European Union to Uganda under External Action of the European Union-NDICIHR INTPA/2022/446-672 for a 30 months action entitled: “Business and Community Actions to Eliminate Child Labour in the Sugar and Rice Supply Chains in Uganda”. This Action will be implemented in Eastern region of Uganda particulary in the districts of Iganga, Kaliro and Bugiri in Busoga sub region.

The overall objective of the project is to reduce child labour in Eastern Uganda through strengthened civil society action. The specific objective of the action is to prevent and reduce child labour in the sugar and rice supply chains of Busoga sub region through strengthened capacity of and partnerships between communities, CSOs, duty bearers and businesses.

The logic of this intervention is premised on the evidence that child labour is increasing, with rising poverty levels in recent years in Busoga sub region leading to an acceleration of the worst forms of child labour, particularly in rice and sugarcane supply chains. Given the role of the private sector in child labour, it is essential that businesses participate in designing responsive solutions that improve their corporate social responsibility with a human rights lens, to be taken forward with ownership from the sector and strengthened local structures to hold them accountable. For this change to be sustained, poverty must be addressed as a root cause, with improved support mechanisms in place to build resilence against all forms of child labour.

To achieve the outcome to prevent and reduce child labour in the sugar and rice supply chains of Busoga through strengthened capacity of and partnerships between communities, CSOs (Civil Society Organisation), duty bearers and businesses; these stakeholder groups require improved knowledge, skills and resources to transform their attitudes, beliefs and practices to protect children from abuse and exploitation in the sugar and rice supply chains (Output 1). Building on the improved capacity of these stakeholders, the action will facilitate the development of new and strengthened district ordinances, compliance and response mechanism to prevent and reduce child labour in the rice and sugar supply chains (Output 2). To sustainably address the root cause, vulnerable households with children affected or at risk will build their resilience against child labour through viable alternative livelihoods and social protection strategies (Output 3). 

We are looking forward to an impactful implementation of this Action.
